Firearm handling practices at Hellenic Park.

We have rules and guidelines that are required to be followed at Hellenic park to ensure safety of fellow shooters.

These

are clearly visible next to the NOMINATIONS office on sign boards, in both English and Greek.

It is Imperative that and new shooters or visitors to the club read and understand all of the rules and safety
regulations prior to the handling of any firearms.

This will include the completion of a beginner’s safety induction document to ensure the Rules, components
and mechanics of the firearm are under stood prior to instruction on the practice ranges are to commence.

It is the responsibility of any member who invites a friend, relative or other, to provide adequate Training or
Instruction to any visitor under their direct supervision, in the provided practice environment e.g. “the practice
trap”, the member must also have purpose of use one on their license.

The Practice Trap shall only be used by patrons of the club under Supervision of a Club Member at all times,
to ensure safety protocol is followed. It is suggested that the minimum requirement is for 3 people, one to trap
and a member to provide direct instruction to the novice shooter, also the member providing the instruction
must have purpose of use one on their license.

The Practice grounds, cages and machinery is not to be altered in any way without the consent of a committee
member or the range officer. This also includes passing onto the grounds to collect unbroken targets .

All Shot Guns when carried (unless in bags or transport cases) must be in the “broken position” at all times
and unloaded.

Under no circumstances is a gun permitted within the clubrooms.
All vehicles storing firearms must remain locked when the owners are not present.

It is the duty of all members to assist the club in making sure all users of the grounds observe sound firearm
handling practices to help even further reduce the already very slim chances any incidents. So be mind full, if
someone points out a small or major issue to a fellow shooter for any of the above, do not consider it a
personal attack, it is purely and simply done for improvements in safety, handling and in the end prolonging
the sport and the club.

Club Induction Training / Code of Conduct.
It is a requirement that all shooters have completed the club induction training or have POUL (Purpose of Use 1) on
your firearms licence.

From March 2012 the club will be enforcing that if you have not completed the club induction training or do not have
POUL (Purpose of Use 1) on your firearms license you will not be permitted to shoot until this is completed, this
includes, first time shooter and guests of member.

The induction process only takes 10-15 minutes and can be completed on a normal shooting weekend at the club.
There are a limited number of club members that are authorised to provide the training so you need arrange a time
with them. John McKenzie at nominations will be able to arrange this for you at your request.

Any shooter that has competed the Induction train or has POU1 will also be required to read and sign the clubs Code
of Conduct and every 12 months thereafter.

The clubs nomination database software has been updated to record who has POU1 or completed the club induction
and code of conduct, also a reminder that as all squads are legally required to have a minimum 1 person with POU1
on their licence. No squad will be permitted to start shooting without one POUL1 licence holder nominated in their
squad.

The software will not permit shooters to nominate if they have not completed the induction or hold POU1 and the
Code of Conduct as of March 2012. Please see John at nhominations to either arrange a training session or update
your details. Those that have already completed the signed induction form in the last few months will not need to
complete it again.
